Matthew 5:4   Blessed are those who mourn, for they will be comforted. 

 
1. True Happiness begins with deep sorrows. 
 
2. Mourning is not sorrow: 
 

 a. Over our temporary distress or adversity 
 

 b. for life outside of Christ 
  

3. Godly sorrow is remorseful over sin 
 

       Worldly sorrow only regrets being caught 
 

4. Godly sorrow is evidenced by a humble attitude 
 

        Worldly sorrow displays a resentful spirit 
 

5. Godly sorrow results in a willingness to change 
 

        Worldly sorrow results in hanging onto the sin 
 

6. Godly sorrow brings on repentance 
 

        Worldly sorrow brings on death 
 
        Application of mourning to humility 

 

 a. Brings you to see the perfection of Christ 
 

        b.    Allows us to see completely the cost of sin
